AATG Testing At G.W. Carver Middle School

Herzlichen Glickwunsch! G.W. Carver Middle School students participated in the high school
testing program sponsored by the American Association of Teachers of German (AATG) on
January 11th and 12th, 2010. The AATG test is a test of high school course work for students in
the German International Studies and International Education program. All tests inculde listening
comprehension (brief interchanges, longer dialogues), situational questions testing reading and
conversational skills, applied structure or grammar, and idioms in context.

The test is not administered to Level 1 students.

The AATG test provides a mean of comparing students to all regions of the US. The national
percentile rank shows how each student ranked compared to all other students nationally taking
the same level exam. An average of 25,000 students participate annually nationwide.

Seventy one Carver Middle School students were among those who ranked on or above the
70th percentile on the national ranking. This achievement, in light of the large number of
participants, brings honor to our school district, to our school, our German Program, and our
students.
